Rules for Photo Submission to
Hilton Head Plantation Property Owners’ Association

Please adhere to these rules when submitting photos to the POA for
consideration to be included in a photo slide show on HHP’s Website:
www.hiltonheadplantation.com

e Submit digital photos of the Plantation amenities and/or locations
of interest (either for beauty or uniqueness) and not of individual
homes.

e Where appropriate, people and/or animals should be in the
photo.

e Any recreational area photo should include people engaged in
some sort of activity.

e Any photo where the person(s) are identifiable should also
include a signed release form (attached to these Rules).

e The photographer must live on the Plantation.

e All photos should be digital, in color, and be a size of 1024 x 768
pixels for horizontal photos (the important number is the 1024
width dimension) and 768 x approximately 560 pixels (the
important number is the 768 vertical dimension) for vertical
photos.



e A maximum of five (5) photos may be emailed to
dmcallister@hhppoa.org. The email should describe each photo,
listing when and where it was taken on the Plantation. Also
include the following information regarding the photographer:
name, property address, phone number, and email address.

e All photographers agree to exercise caution when taking
photographs on Hilton Head Plantation and will not obstruct
traffic or individuals from going about their activities. All
photographers will hold Hilton Head Plantation POA harmless
from any injury or liability they might possibly incur when taking
photos on the Plantation.

Selection Process

Appropriate photos will be selected by a team from the HHPPOA
Communications Committee. Their criteria and duties will include:

e How well the photo represents the particular amenity or
scene

e How it compares with other photos of the same or similar
scene

e Visual appearance

e The Committee will assemble about 60 photos that “tell a
story” for the slide show.

e The Committee will reserve about 60 to 100 additional
photos for refreshing the presentation.
